Applications

Beginning the first business day in December, applications may be made online from our website, by fax, or by mail. You can also register by phone with call back service available.   It is important for applications to be complete, to be signed by a parent or guardian, and to be accompanied by the appropriate deposit.  Please include an email address if you have one.  Applications that are faxed or mailed should be sent directly to Camp Don Lee.  

Submitting Applications and Method of Payment

By Computer:

On-line registration is available at www.donleecenter.org.  The application may be filled out on-line and submitted directly to our registration provider.  The deposit payment must be by MasterCard or Visa.  The website is secure for credit card transactions.  Please follow the on-line directions to submit your application.

By Fax:

Applications may be printed, completed, and faxed to Camp Don Lee at 252-249-0497.  You may request an application directly from camp, download one from our website,  or photocopy an application.  The deposit payment can not be faxed.  Faxing is considered insecure and puts your credit card information at risk.  You may call Don Lee and give us your payment information over the phone.. 

By Phone:

Application may be completed on the phone.  Call the registration hotline and someone will return your call, help you complete your application and accept your deposit payment by MasterCard or Visa.

By Mail:

Applications may be mailed directly to Camp Don Lee at 315 Camp Don Lee Road, Arapahoe, NC 28510.  The deposit payment may be by personal check, money order, MasterCard or Visa.

Final payments may be by personal check, money order, MasterCard or Visa.

There is a $50 non-refundable processing fee included in the deposit amount for all programs.

Full payment of program fees for all camp sessions is due by May 1st.  

If you register for camp after May 1st, payment in full is due at the time of registration.  

Attending More than One Session

Many campers choose to attend more than one session of camp.  Separate applications or computer registrations are necessary for each session.  There is no provision for campers attending more than one session in succession to remain at camp between sessions.  Campers must be picked up at the regular checkout time and may return during the regular check-in time.  We would be happy to suggest motel accommodations and area attractions for families that pickup campers for the interim night between sessions.

Sheltermate Assignments

A vital part of the summer camp experience is to develop new friendships.  Sheltermate assignments are made at Don Lee with this goal in mind.  While we cannot guarantee your preference, following these guidelines will help us to honor your wishes: (a) requests may include only one other child of the same age/grade/gender; (b) requests must be mutual and requested by both applicants; (c) applicants must request the same sessions and dates.    If you are registering online, sheltermate assignments may be requested.  You will have to enter in the camper’s name and telephone number when prompted.

Since sheltermate assignments are made just prior to the day of arrival, this information is not available in advance.

Confirmations

If you register online, your confirmation will come within a day or two by email.  If you register by fax or by mail, the camp will contact you either by phone, email, or mail.  Please notify the camp immediately if there are any errors in your registration.  Prior to the camp session, all campers will receive a confirmation packet by mail.  This confirmation packet will contain a  health form that needs to be completed. You will also receive other important reminders about what you need to bring to camp, check-in times, pick-up times, and directions.

Waiting List

When a preferred session is full, you have the option of being placed on a waiting list.  When a space becomes available, those on the waiting list will be called in the date order that applications were received until the space is filled.  Requests for refunds of deposits for voluntary waiting list cancellations may be made in writing or by email to Camp Don Lee.  If you have been voluntarily placed on the waiting list, you will receive a full refund of your deposit money.    

Cancellations and Refunds

Cancellations may be made at any time.  However, refunds will only be issued for cancellations made prior to 

May 1st.  Requests for refunds may be made in writing or by email to Camp Don Lee.  The $50 processing fee that is a part of the deposit is non-refundable.  All payments become non-refundable after May 1st.  We are no longer able to offer refunds for any reason after May 1st.  You may want to check out the information for Cancellation insurance from Travmark. There is a deadline for purchase of this insurance program.  Don Lee Center is not directly connected to this insurance company but only recommends it as one option.
No Shows

When a registered camper does not show up for a session, the camp will attempt to contact the parents.  There will be no refund of payments.

Switching Programs/Sessions

There is a $15 fee for switching programs/sessions if done so after 10 days from date on confirmation notification (email or mail).  If a switch is made prior to that 10th day, there is no fee.

Returned Checks

There is a $30 handling charge for returned checks.

Leadership

The Director at Camp Don Lee is a full time, certified, Christian camp leader with over thirty years of experience as a camp director.  Camp staff are Christians who are carefully selected and trained to assure a safe and meaningful experience at camp.  Camp Don Lee supports the policies of the American Camping Association and those of the Safe Sanctuaries Program in selection and screening of staff members.
Registration/Check-in

Check-in on opening day of each session is from 2:30 pm to 4:00 pm.  The first meal for each session is supper.  All campers are to be picked up between 9:30 am-10: 30 am on the last day of the session.  The last meal for campers will be breakfast.

Transportation

Campers typically are transported to camp by their parents.  Carpooling is the responsibility of the parents or guardians.  Those who plan to come by other means and may need to be picked up by the camp at New Bern airport or bus station need to make those arrangements directly with the camp at least two weeks prior to the session.  There is a minimum $25 charge for each trip to and from camp.

Insurance

Insurance for camper accidents and illness while participating in camp programs is included in the total fee.  Coverage is limited to $1,000 per person for sickness and $3,500 per person in case of an accident.  Any expenses in excess of this coverage will remain the responsibility of the injured person, his or her family or their insurance carrier.

Open to All

All camps operated by the North Carolina United Methodist Camp & Retreat Ministries, Inc. are open to everyone without regard to race, color, sex, national origin, religious preference or ability.  

Financial Assistance

Financial assistance is often available through your local United Methodist Church or church of your own denomination.  Ask your pastor or the pastor of your United Methodist Church about possible resources. There is a campership fund for those in need.  Applications for these funds are available online or on request.
Promotional Photos and Videos

Our camps from time to time take photographs and make videos during their sessions that may be used for promotional purposes.  If you object to having your child’s picture used in promotional materials, check the appropriate box on your application indicating your preference.

Things to Bring to Registration

In order to complete the registration process you will need to bring the following items with you to the registration line:

· Copy of your invoice showing payment in full
· Your camper’s needed medications form
 All prescriptions should be in the original container with proper pharmacy labels for each camper attending and accompanied by the signed form.  The form only needs to be signed by a physician if the camper is on medication.

Your camper will be covered by limited health and accident insurance while at camp and on camp sponsored trips and activities.  There is a $3500 limit per person per claim on this policy.  Any expenses incurred in excess of this amount will remain the responsibility of the injured person, his or her family and their insurance carrier.

· Personal money to be deposited into your camper’s store account

$12 a week is usually ample for candy and soda purchases.  If your camper would like to purchase one of our larger cost items (hats, t-shirts, shorts, sweatshirts), we encourage you to do so when you drop off or pick up your camper.  The camp store will be open during those times.

We encourage you to put money in the camper store accounts as opposed to letting campers carry around cash at camp.

· $7 for an 8x10 color photo of your camper’s group (optional)

Travel Directions to Camp Don Lee

Don Lee is located about 25 miles east of New Bern, North Carolina.  It is about 5 miles south of the small town of Arapahoe and about 3 miles from Minnesott Beach.  Below are directions from local cities to New Bern with detailed directions to the camp from New Bern.

From Raleigh Area:

Take US 70 East to New Bern via Goldsboro.  Stay on US 70 until exiting onto NC 55 East as you cross the Neuse River Bridge.  Take exit 417.

Or you may take US264 from Raleigh all the way to Washington.  In Washington turn south onto US 17 travel approximately four miles to Chocowinity and then follow directions below.

From Greenville Area:

Follow roads to Chocowinity where you will take NC 33 East towards Aurora.  Go approximately 20 miles east and turn right onto Highway 306 South towards Grantsboro.  Go straight through the stoplight at Grantsboro continuing on Highway 306 South and proceed to Arapahoe.  Follow the directions below from Arapahoe.

From Wilmington/Jacksonville Area:

Follow US 17 North to New Bern.  Intersect with US 70 East (near Wal-Mart) and follow to the Neuse River Bridge.  Stay on US 70 East until exiting onto NC 55 East as you cross the bridge.  Exit 417.
From New Bern:

Take the US 70 East Bridge over the Trent River. To cross the  Neuse River, stay in the right hand lane. Exit 417.  Off the bridge, you will exit onto NC 55 East (towards Bayboro).  You will go approximately ten miles to the second stoplight and turn right onto Highway 306 South.  Head south towards Arapahoe.  Go approximately 11 miles and turn left on Buckland Road (before turning on Buckland, you will go through the town of Arapahoe and there is a sign for Camp Don Lee).  Go 1 mile to an intersection and turn right onto Don Lee Road (you will see a sign for the Don Lee).  Go 2 miles and turn right onto Camp Don Lee Road  and follow the signs into camp.
